Land Use Committee News

In 2004 Southold Town adopted Chapter 2638, the
Town of Southold Local Waterfront Revitalization Program
(LWRP Consistency Review Law.) This law was designed
to protect and preserve Southold’s natural resources and
serves as a comprehensive plan for the future of Southold
Town.

This valuable law requires the town to ensure that
any town action in a coastal area is consistent with the
LWRP, and it also requires that state and federal actions
taken within the town comply with the LWRP. The law
also gives the town access to various state and federal grants
to assist the town in its preservation goals.

In addition to town LWRP coordinator Mark Terry,
who determines whether or not any actions within the town
are consistent with the LWRP, the town now has an LWRP
Council, made up of members of various town agencies.
The town 1s making a commendable effort to comply with
its LWRP policies, and recently obtained grant money to
rewrite its code to comply with the LWRP.

A subcommittee of the NFEC’s Southold Land Use
Committee recently submitted a report, “Southold Town
Code Wetlands Protection Weaknesses & Corrections,” to
the LWRP Council which suggested changes to strengthen
the town’s Wetlands Code.

It 1s our hope that this effort will assist the town in
rewriting the Wetlands Code to ensure compliance with the
LWRP and the protection of our irreplaceable wetlands. The
subcommittee will soon meet with the Town Trustees to
discuss our efforts, and we will keep you informed of their
response.

We are continuing to monitor the town’s LWRP
efforts and the town’s progress in this area. We encour-
